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Trip to the Museum of Fine Arts, 465 Huntington Avenue, Boston, Massachusetts 02115

Travel Schedule

After spending a couple hours in the museum, you may want to do some exploring. Here are some details about things to do in your area (keep in mind that the MFA usually has a film festival or two going on, as well as places to eat, if you’re looking to do more things within the museum):  

Near the Museum of Fine Arts, 465 Huntington Avenue, Boston MA

Closest T stop: above-ground Green Line “E” train
The Isabella Stewart Gardner Museum, 25 Evans Way, Boston MA (usually the entrance fee is discounted if you have an MFA ticket with you)
Pavement Coffeehouse, 44 Gainsborough Street, Boston MA (north on Huntington Ave, left onto Gainsborough): great coffee and bagels
The “Mapparium” at the Mary Baker Eddy Library, 200 Massachusetts Avenue, Boston (north on Huntington, left onto Mass Ave at the Symphony—also, located right by the Symphony T stop): Three-story high stained glass globe that you can walk through; hard to describe, you really have to see it…
“Bodega,” 6 Clearway Street, Boston MA: (north on Huntington Ave., left onto Mass Ave., left onto Clearway): Bodega is a hidden shoe, sportswear, hat store located within a bodega-style convenience store that has no signage on the front; you walk in, proceed to the back, and a hidden door opens to reveal the “real” clothing store hidden inside. 
The Shops at the Prudential Center, 800 Boylston Street, Boston MA (north on Huntington Ave., and one entrance is located on Huntington): good indoor mall for walking, shopping, getting food, ice cream.
Newbury Street—north on Huntington, left on Mass Ave., right on Newbury: site of the original “Newbury Comics” (still open), lots of bookstores, clothing shops, places to get a haircut or manicure/pedicure (if you’re into that). Many places to eat.
Boylston Street—parallel to Newbury Street, features the central branch of the Boston Public Library (overlooking Copley, at 700 Boylston Street), and—closer to the intersection of Boylston and Mass Ave.—a sizeable Apple Store (815 Boylston Street). 
Short T-Trips and Walking Trips from the MFA: 

Boston Common and the Public Gardens: if you head east on Newbury, keeping Mass Ave behind you, Newbury Street ends at the Public Gardens (which is a great walk—also, the “Make Way for Ducklings” commemorative ducks can be found there). You can also get to the Public Gardens in a more straightforward way by heading downtown on Huntington Avenue (the street that runs in front of the MFA), then take a left on Dartmouth, right on Boylston. If you continue to walk the length of the Public Gardens the next major park is Boston Common. If you walk the length of Boston Common, you’ll end up at the Park Street/Tremont Street/Downtown Crossing area, which also gives you a Red line T stop and an Orange line T stop. If you’d prefer to check out the Public Gardens/Boston Common and get there by T, take the Green line (in front of the MFA) heading towards downtown, to the Arlington stop. 
AMC Loews Boston Common 19, 175 Tremont Street, Boston MA—nearest T stop, Boylston street, Green line. Great IMAX theater overlooking Boston Common—very close to Chinatown as well. Check the Fandango app if you’re interested in catching a movie after the MFA. Be aware of times, however, and of the fact that the buses depart from the MFA for Holy Cross at 3:30 sharp. 
Fenway Park, 24 Yawkey Way, Boston MA—nearest T-stop, Green line, Kenmore. The Red Sox are still in Spring Training, but if you’d like to visit Fenway Park and do a tour, call ahead to 617-226-6666. Tour tickets usually available at Gate D.  
The North End—Take a Green or Orange line train to the Haymarket stop, or get a group together and take a cab to Hanover Street in the North End (if the cab driver wants a specific address, just say Mike’s Pastry at 300 Hanover—very recognizable landmark). Haymarket now also features the Boston (indoor) Public Market—yet another place to eat and/or shop for food. The North End now has a beautiful park area with fountains—the Rose Kennedy Greenway—and it’s a great area for Italian food, found at the intersections of Hanover, Prince, Salem, and Richmond Streets in the north section of Boston. The North End was also one of the sites hit by the “Great Molasses Flood” in 1919—just a bit of trivia about one of the nation’s most famous condiment disasters. On Hanover Street, for Italian pastries you have Mike’s Pastry (300 Hanover) and the Modern Pastry (257 Hanover)—both usually pretty crowded, so if you don’t want to wait in line, get over to nearby Bova’s (134 Salem), the only 24-hour bakery place in the area (thus usually less crowded). Caffe Vittoria (296 Hanover) is great for coffee, but really anyplace is, around here. There’s also amazing pizza everywhere—Ernesto’s, the original Pizzeria Regina, etc.

T Map (subway and overground trains)—included here
T fares: $2.65 each way, and this involves buying a “Charlie Ticket” at a ticket vending machine that you then load up with the necessary money. If you pay on-board an above ground train, it should still be $2.65.
