We are pleased to announce three honorific appointments of senior members of the Holy Cross faculty.  Two of these are rotating professorships that are awarded to Holy Cross faculty members for a term of three years.

Rev. John E. Brooks, S.J., Professorship in the Humanities

Prof. Karen Turner of the Department of History has been named the Rev. John E. Brooks, S.J., Professor in the Humanities.  Karen has been a member of the Holy Cross faculty since 1983.  She received her B.A. in History from Southern Illinois University, her M.A. in Asian Studies from Yale University, and her Ph.D. from University of Michigan in History after her appointment as a Research Fellow at Beijing University.  In addition to her role as an historian of Chinese and Vietnamese History at Holy Cross, she is also a Senior Research Fellow of East Asian Legal Studies at Harvard Law School.  Karen is an active scholar, committed teacher, and involved member of the Holy Cross community whose efforts in developing our Asian Studies Program is but one way she has combined service to Holy Cross with dedicated teaching and scholarly interests.  Her recent book, Even the Women Must Fight: Memories of War from North Vietnam, was highly  acclaimed.  As one critic stated,  her book is “a scholarly work that proves the best research can have deep human interest” (S. China Morning Post 6/11/99).  The ability to be an outstanding scholar while maintaining, uncovering, and informing humanity is a trait that makes us proud to announce her appointment as the Brooks Professor in the Humanities.  

The W. Arthur Garrity, Sr. Professorship in Human Nature, Ethics and Society

Prof. Mark Freeman of the Department of Psychology has been named the W. Arthur Garrity, Sr. Professor in Human Nature, Ethics and Society.  Mark joined the Holy Cross faculty in 1986.  He received his B.A. in Psychology from The State University of New York at Binghamton and his Ph.D. from the Department of Behavioral Sciences from The University of Chicago.    Mark’s teaching, scholarship, and service to the Holy Cross community all reflect his passion for and commitment to exploring the relationship between human nature, ethics, and society.  His courses in the First Year Program (Visions of the Self and Psychology, Art, and Modern Life), his award-winning books (including Finding the Muse: A Sociopsychological Inquiry into the Conditions of Artistic Creativity and Rewriting the Self: History, Memory, Narrative), his role in developing The Center for Religion, Ethics and Culture, and his years as Class Dean and Associate Dean of the College speak as well to his ability to put his commitment into action in the context of the liberal arts and make us proud to announce his appointment as the first Garrity Professor in Human Nature, Ethics, and Society.

In addition to these two appointments, we are pleased to announce another honor that has been bestowed upon one of our senior faculty. 

The James N. and Sarah L. O'Reilly Barrett Professorship in Creative Writing 

Prof. Robert Cording of the Department of English has been named the James N. and Sarah L. O'Reilly Barrett Professor in Creative Writing.  Bob joined the Holy Cross faculty in 1977 having received his B.A. in English from Montclair State College and his Ph.D. from Boston College.  A respected teacher, scholar, and member of our community,  Bob has published over 300 poems in prestigious magazines such as The New Yorker, Orion, The Gettysburg Review, and The Paris Review.  Bob’s numerous awards and fellowships include Ohio State University Press/The Journal Award for his book Life-list; an NEA Fellowship in Poetry, and most recently, the Pushcart Prize. His most recent book, Against Consolation, was just published by CavanKerry Press. Productive scholarship and international recognition coupled with being named the Holy Cross Distinguished Teacher of the Year (1995) and years of significant service on College committees speak highly of Bob and make us proud to announce his appointment as the Barrett Professor in Creative Writing.
